4th House: Home. Mother (modern). Father (tradi-
tional).

5th House: Children, gambling, romance, fun, cre-
ativity, personal expression, games, sports 
6th House: Work, practical effort, illness, service, 
desire to fix things 
7th House: Partnership and Friends. Relationship, 
marriage, partnerships of all kind 
8th House: Money, investments, business, sharing, 
death of friends or oneself, business, finance, other 
people’s money, shared resources, mysticism, the 
occult
9th House: Travel, broad view of things, philosophy, 
politics, long journey, broad perception
10th House: Career, role in life, standing in the 
community
11th House: Organizations, clubs, social activities, 
friends, hopes, wishes, aspirations
12th House: Psychic, spiritual, sacrifice, hidden en-
emies, self-undoing, call to more selfless way of life

Sun (a): Basic self, appearance, stance in life, 
who you are
Moon (s): Moods, home, domestic nature, 
nurturing qualities
Mercury (d): Speech, writing, conscious 
thought, logic
Venus (f): Aesthetic sense, art, beauty, affec-
tion, love, reconcile
Mars (g): Ambition, drive, energy, aggressive  
nature, severe
Jupiter (h): Expands whatever it touches, 
large, extravagant, happy
Saturn (j): Structure, discipline, concentra-
tion, severity, detachment, separates
Uranus (k): Unstable, eccentric, innovative, 
non-conformist, spontaneous, impulsive, un-
disciplined
